The logo shows two geese flying towards the rising sun. The bigger goose represents young adults and the smaller one signifies youths. They take flight in a “V” formation toward the rising sun symbolizing our “empowering growth” model aimed at helping one another live out our personal vocations – God’ dream for each of us.  The inward and outward rays of the sunburst, which forms the horizon of flight, represents Ignatian spirituality as our pathway to God. The subtle sign of the cross formed by the wings of the birds embodies our hope in Christ. Thus, the logo manifests our mission statement: To cultivate Christ-centered youth and young adults who are passionate about service and evangelization.

Two flying geese are heading towards the rising sun. 
Let us begin with the geese! The bigger goose represents the young adults and the smaller one - the youth. In their journey, the geese will take turn leading the group. If one of its members is hurt, two geese go down and stay with it until it is better or “rests in peace” before flying back to the group or joining another group.
We youth and young adults want to grow with this model of heroic leadership. With love and care, we strive to be fully accountable and responsible to one another on our journey.

Usually, the geese fly in a “V” formation or an inverted pyramid shape to conserve energy, as evident by in the shape formed by the two geese. This “V” or “inverted pyramid” shape represents the “empowering growth” model. 
Contrary to the hierarchic pyramid in any contemporary business model, the “empowerment for growth” model consists of eliciting gifts, developing skills, listening and responding to genuine needs, bringing out power to maximize potential growth in one another.
We can also see the wings of the geese crossing each other, forming a sign of the cross.
We strive to be Christ-centered youth and young adults. We are friends in the Lord because we are friends of the Lord. This is what keeps us together, since Christ is the core of our friendship.

The geese are flying towards the rising sun. The sun is made up of the patterns of the inward and the wavy outward rays, like those in the Jesuit sunburst logo.
We are sojourning together towards God’s dream for our life, discovering and living out our personal vocation in today’s world. During this journey, we make effort to keep a balance in our life: to receive God’s love in order to give, to take care of ourselves in order to take care of others – a cura personalis way. In this way, with our ingenuity, we can respond more readily and fully to the needs of our surroundings. Semblance to the Jesuit sunburst echoes our foundation in Ignatian spirituality, our particular pathway toward God.
Finally, in this journey, the “rising” sun (not yet full) reminds us to strive towards God’s dream with our best effort while not forgetting to be patient and to foster a greater trust in God, toward a greater surrender and interior freedom. The word of Archbishop Oscar Romero best describe this attitude: “We are workers, not master builders; ministers, not messiahs. We are prophets of a future that is not our own.”

In summary, the logo manifests our mission statement: To cultivate Christ-centered youth and young adults who are passionate about service and evangelization.
